INDIVIDUAL PROJECT

Objectives: The purpose of this project is to develop a greater understanding of the different law enforcement agencies. Individual students may volunteer to participate in a particular group. Students who do not volunteer for a group will be placed within one of the many groups. Once formed, groups will select an individual law enforcement agency on which to conduct research. Each student will generate an individual project which brings new information to the class.
Techniques/Procedures:

1. The class will be divided into multiple groups. Each group will choose one law enforcement agency on which to conduct research.

2. Even though this is an individual project, working together and sharing information will facilitate success. Each group will collectively agree on which individual will complete the different types of projects:

a. Visual Display: a visual presentation of information on your crime

b. Written Report: a thorough document which describes the information 

c. Presentation: an oral presentation which will include some element from each project in your group

d. Other: If there is a fourth member, he/she will develop their own project. An example of which is a art object appropriate for your group project.
3. All groups must submit a roster which indicates who is responsible for which assignment.

4. Grading: Each student will be graded according to the following rubrics. Below is a rating of the comparative difficulty of each project from most difficult to least difficult.

a. Individually Generated Project:: creativity and content

b. Visual Display:: generation of graphics, research

c. Written Report:: grammar, syntax, punctuation, style

d. Presentation:: ability to speak in public and defend information provided
